CRUISE POLICIES AND CUSTOMS: You will need an up-to-date passport

to board ship and to return home. Tipping may be included in the base price,
but you are allowed to raise or lower the amount, or to tip individuals with cash.
Smoking is generally restricted to one side of the ship or in your room or deck
(but check on this with the Cruise line, as some do not smoking in the room).
Dress may be restricted in formal dining rooms to OCruise Casual® (no flip-
flops, swimming suits or tank tops). There is generally one OformalO night,
where a more dressy mode is appropriate, ranging from Tuxedos (if you donOt
mind being mistaken for the Maitre d®), and evening gowns, to dress shirts,
slacks with shoes (jackets and ties may be optional) and sundresses with shoes
or sandals. At the buffets, anything goes. Most ships have an adult only area on
deck, free of children, and some allow topless sunbathing (no cameras allowed).

WHEN TO TRAVEL: Peak seasons, which cost more, are in the winter from
December to February and in the summer in June and July. Hurricane season is
from June through October, with the worst being August and September, when the Itinerary may be changed to avoid the
storm. If you love being around children, or travel with them, you will probably be traveling during school breaks. If not,
then you may wish to avoid those periods if you can. We prefer to travel in May or October.

, PHOTO OPPORTUNITIES: These are boundless, ranging from people,
including local residents in the ports of call (be sure to ask if it is OK) to
shipmates in formal attire or in skimpy beachwear, the shipOs glitzy interior,
and exteriors, the food, the ports themselves, local crafts, other cruise
ships, local fishing boats and harbors, local cityscapes and architecture,
historical landmarks and ancient ruins, beaches, tropical forests and flora,
native fauna, sunrises and sunsets. A special opportunity presents itself if
you enjoy scuba diving or snorkeling, when an underwater camera, rang-
ing from cheap film disposables, to waterproof compacts, to DSLRs in
waterproof housings can capture colorful fish, coral reefs and fellow
swimmers. And the Caribbean is all about COLOR, from which these photos
were processed, with the waters being much more intensely blue and aqua
than most of our stateside beaches, and local buildings often in strong col-
ors. Be sure to take a laptop or notebook computer or hard drive for upload-
ing your images or lots of memory cards, and a tripod for night shots.

Editing RAW Photos

Every day, Kim Komando answers a ques-
tion to make living todayOs digital life easier.
Here is her 1/4/2011 tip:

TODAYOS TIP;

Question: | just got a new Canon 5D for
Christmas. I'm so excited to start shoot -
ing photos with it. But this is my first
DSLR, so I'm a bit green when it comes to
editing RAW photos. Can you explain how
| edit RAW photos?

-Maria, from Columbia, SC

Answer: For those who aren't so photo-
savvy, RAW format isn't like most digital
photo formats. RAW photos are basically the
untouched data right from your camera's
sensor. And RAW images are usually un-
compressed. They're much like a digital
negative.

Shooting in RAW isn't for everyone. The fact
that only SLRs and high-end point-and-
shoots offer RAW should tell you something.
The format is really designed for advanced
photographers.

RAW format give you higher-quality photos,
provided you know what you're doing. You
have greater control over editing your pho-
tos. And you don't have to worry about the
editing process degrading photo quality. Of
course, there's more data than, say, a JPG;
more data means better photos.

But, editing RAW pictures can be challenge.
That's because most programs aren't com-
patible with RAW formats. Additionally, RAW
isn't a universal format. Most camera makers
have their own proprietary versions of RAW.
It often varies from camera to camera.
